Mine hour is not yet come.

Jesus does as His Father says. He does the wilsdfdther. He answers concerning who is
His mother and sisters and brothers: Whoever doesillh& God is my brother, and sister, and
mother. (Mark 3:35) He pointed to His disciples at thiet He defined His true family in the
context of discipleship and obedience to the will oi3dis Father.

The interesting thing is that Diana of Ephesus, a Romddegs, and Artemis, a Greek goddess,
and Ashtaroth, mother of the gods, goddess of fortiboatiand all goddess figures back to
Semiramis, wife of Nimrod, and Isis, Cybele, Kundaland on and on have much in common
with depictions of the Virgin Mary. Some of this indes identification with the moon, star of
the sea, fruitfulness, provision, the ability to bealtdtbn, queen of heaven, seat of wisdom, etc.

Another interesting thing is that | had been readingréale by Henry M. Morris, Ph.D. on “The
Center of the Earth.” Dr. Morris was with the Ihste for Creation Research. Finding the
earth’s geographical center is done by computers. Theskmd areas are divided into small,
equal, unit areas. Measurements are made and averageahstalculated. The Bible lands are
bounded roughly by Memphis (the capital of ancient Egypthersouth and west, and Ararat on



the north and east, which include Babylon and Jerusalemslbasanearly all the cities in which
OT events took place.

Woods, M.S., was determined to be near Ankara (prespitéloaf Turkey), on the same latitude
as Mount Ararat and essentially the same longitudieasalem. Of Mount Ararat or Babel or
Jerusalem, the center is essentially equidistant, &@&fumiles from Ararat and Jerusalem.
“Interestingly, the earth’s center at Ankara, togethith Jerusalem, Ararat and Babylon form
almost a perfect square.” (Henry M. Morrigitps://www.icr.org/article/50/

least as close as | might be to the center ofahi éor who knows how long. | started asking
God to show me if He wanted something done here.

This spirit seducesGed/ants “to commit fornication and to
eat things sacrificed unto idols” while calling herself agtretess. (Revelation 2:20)
