The $800we brough House of Ants alongwith the suitcases of clothing, toys, and suppies came & a surprise, and as
an answer to prayer. Youseeg in Mozambique thereis no puldic educaion, no freeschoding for children. Everyone
hasto pay, even the poarest of the poa. So, House of Ants pays for schoding for as many children asthey can. The
bill was due, and we were God’ sway of providing the means for paying the schod bill. Every ddlar went for
educdion.

We made movies alongwith taking gctures, and at our next fellowship dnner, 6:30 p.m. Saturday July 29N at
Craighouse, you'll be aleto sharein ou experience.

In Londonwe met up with a oll ege student named Kevin. He' sfrom Zimbabwe. Both hisfather’ sfamily and his
mother’s family come from aline of tribal chiefs. Hisgrandmother is a shaman, and when his mother refused the
mantle, his grandmother performed witchcraft to hind upthe family. Kevin found s onthe internet because of the
prophetic word for Zimbabwe. We ve been correspondng with Kevin and praying for him every Tuesday night. This
meetingin Londonwas truly adivine appantment for his deliverance and kre&ing barriersin hislife. As Stephen,
Sue, and | ministered to Kevin, another word came forth for Zimbabwe, which we hope to put up onthe web site soon
